Reasons for decline in butterfly diversity

¸ Changes in land use (habitat loss, isolation, size)

¸ Environmental quality

¸ Within remaining areas: habitat quality

¸ Habitats can change in composition/structure

¸ Effects on quality for fauna

¸ Understanding can lead to better conservation
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Habitat in terms of resources

¸ Habitat is more than biotope or host-plant

¸ Spatial combination of functional resources
